TV speakers are about as
acoustically satisfying as a public
address announcement on

the Tube. A number of options
exist for upgrading audio when
watching TV, however, including
soundbars, surround sound
systems and 2.1 units such as
Ixos's Divo. This £250 multi-
purpose system is designed to
work with TVs and iPods (isn't
everything these days?), but can
also sync content with iTunes on
your Mac or PC.

The Divo boasts a total power
output a shade less than 50W
and comprises micro-tower
stereo speakers, an active
subwoofer, iPod dock and
all manner of cables and
interconnects. The system’s
3.5mm input are compatible
with most audio sources suc
as CD players, games consoles
and laptops.

SANUS MOUNTS

Thin is definitely in. But sticking
aflat TV up on a wall to show
off its narrow profile can be
problematic, as conventional
wall mounts cause most LED-lit
screens to stick out. The world's
largest maker of screen mounts,
Sanus, has addressed this with
its Super Slim series of mounts.

The Vision Mount £55 ML11
and £70 LL11 mounts, for panels
ranging in size from 26in - 46in
and 37in - 65in respectively,
position the rear of the panel
just 14mm from the wall.

Sanus uses ClickStand to
simplify access to the cable
connections, whilst ProSet
allows post-installation
fine-tuning of height and level
for perfect positioning.
